
Mediations: Demographies, Geographies and Technologies
a Masterclass with Professor David Morley

The ARC Cultural Research Network is seeking applications from postgraduates and early career researchers who wish to take part in one of a Masterclass with Professor David Morley. The class will be limited to 18 participants who are engaged in research relating to the broad theme of the Masterclass. Participants will be chosen based on a competitive application process. The Masterclass will include a discussion of the work of Professor Morley and short presentations from participants. 

Theme: The overarching themes of these Masterclass will be community, boundary, territory and identity in articulation with issues concerning communications technologies. These themes will be pursued in the context of debates about globalisation and regionalisation, de/re-territorialisation, and the changing relations of the virtual and the actual. The emphasis will be on developing a historically informed perspective on the changing media geographies of our era which is neither media-centric nor technologically determinist. Two broad focal concerns to be discussed are: 

Territories and Boundaries: Electronic and Material Landscapes
The focus here is on the transformation of spatial relations by communications technologies, and in particular on the modes of mediated space-time compression which are said to characterise our age. However, while taking due account of the significance of the new electronic landscapes of our era, we will also explore the continuing pertinence of material geographies. Many models of globalisation presume the unification of global space in a newly mediated, homogenous and borderless realm of de-terrritorialised `connexity` and `immediacy`. We shall investigate the adequacy of such `One Size Fits All` models in accounting for the emerging forms of regionalisation and division which now characterise a world where border surveillance is a booming industry.
New Eras and Modern Spaces: The Actual and the Virtual

While the previous focus is on spatial questions of how to define regions or `areas`, this one will highlight the temporal dimension and in particular, the issue of constituting periods by reference to media forms. Our own era is often defined by reference to the transformative powers of new media technologies. Such claims will be contrasted with analyses which highlight processes of symbiosis and `remediation` between old and new media  and with theoretical approaches (Bausinger, Latour, Gell) which are attentive to the mixing of cultural elements not only across the old/new media divide but, more fundamentally, across the conventional divide between modernity and tradition.   

Each session will move between different levels of theoretical abstraction and particular case studies and participants will be expected to bring their own examples to the discussions. 

Details

Cost:  The Masterclass is free of charge to successful applicants, and include lunch and morning/afternoon teas. Participants travelling from outside Sydney will be eligible for travel and accommodation subsidies.

Applications are due by Monday 10th December, 2007.  Applications, to be completed on the application form below, must include a 250-word summary of your research topic, highlighting links to the Masterclass theme, and a one-page curriculum vitae. David Morley
David Morley is Professor of Communications at Goldsmiths College, University of London, where he directs the PhD programme in the Dept of Media and Communications. He was one of the original members of the Birmingham Centre for Contemporary Cultural Studies in the 1970s, and has been one of the leading figures in cultural and communication studies worldwide for almost three decades..  He has held temporary visiting positions at the University of Stockholm, University of Madison –Wisconsin, at Ramon Llull University, Barcelona and at the Annenberg Centre for Communications, University of Southern California. He co-founded both the Transnational Studies Research Unit and the Pacific Asia Cultural Studies Forum at Goldsmiths. He is the editor of the Comedia book series for Routledge  and is on the Editorial/Advisory Boards of a number of journals, including Cultural Studies, The European Journal of Cultural Studies, Television and New Media and Inter-Asia Cultural Studies. 

His work has been translated into 15 languages and his  publications include Spaces of Identity: Global Media, Electronic Landscapes and Cultural Boundaries (with Kevin Robins, Routledge 1996); Stuart Hall: Critical Dialogues in Cultural Studies (co-edited with Kuan Hsing Chen, Routledge1996);  Home Territories: Media, Mobility and Identity (Routledge 2001) and  Media, Modernity and Technology : The Geography of the New (Routledge, 2006).
